Fear vs. dread: A Wittgensteinian differentiation
 In this piece, I aim to establish the 'deep-grammatical' difference between fear and dread, using as a starting point not so much the usual Kierkegaardian and Heideggerian reference-points, but rather (a) remarks of Wittgenstein's such as his remark about the impenetrably extreme  emotions of a young child, and  ( b) Louis Sass's 'Wittgensteinian' reading of psychotic psychopathology (as manifesting dread, and as resulting, very roughly, from an inability to dissolve metaphysical problems which come to obsess one to the point of such dread being very present, where it is almost entirely absent in (say) Descartes's Meditations).  Thus I will urge that Wittgenstein and Wittgensteinian investigation of the 'pathological emotion' of dread establishes its nature, and, perhaps surprisingly, points to that nature as being akin to the supposedly only rational nature of (non-Wittgensteinian) philosophising itself.
